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Constitution Updates  by Marianne Marshall 

Thanks to the help of several members, who 

reviewed the draft sent to all members with 

last month’s Footnotes, the following are  

further changes proposed for the Walk ’n 

Mass Constitution:  

-Article IV, Section 2: Change to read “…of all 

persons without discrimination of any kind.”    

-Article V, Section 1.a and c: Change “or” to 

“and.” 

-Article V, Section 3.d: Delete 

-Article VI, Sections 4 and 5: Rearrange for 

more logical groupings 

-Article VI, Section 5.a: Change to read “…

and preparing information/mailing labels to 

use for mailing the club newsletter.” 

-Article VI, Section 5.f.(2): Add: The Newsletter 

Disseminators shall mail/e-mail, as requested 

by member, the Newsletter and pertinent 

pieces of information (event brochures,  

membership forms, etc.) in a timely basis. 

-Article VI, Section 5.k: Rewrite first sentence to 

read “The Specialties Chairperson shall  

arrange for the sale of specialty items and 

AVA achievement award books at all WNM 

events, other than seasonal or year round 

events.” 

-Article VI, Section 7.d: Rewrite last sentence 

to read “Special elections, which shall be 

called by any elected officer and shall require 

at least 30 days advance notice to be  

published in the club newsletter, may be held 

at any club meeting following the departure 

from office or resignation of any elected club 

official, using a floor-nomination secret ballot 

procedure. 

-Article VIII.b: Add “…may be taken from the 

floor from the general membership . . .”.

Columbus Day Weekend – We hope to have the 

brochure with full details ready for next month’s 

newsletter, but here is a little preview on the 

events hosted by Empire State Capital 

Volkssporters (ESCV), Walk ’n Mass and Twin 

State Volkssport Association (TSVA). 

Lenox, MA – Sat., Oct. 10 – Start is Shakespeare 

and Co. at 70 Kemble Street. The walk route will 

go through this small New England town in the 

heart of the Berkshires. Foliage should be at its 

peak. There are picnic tables on the grounds for 

those wishing to bring a picnic lunch and the 

theater will be presenting an evening  

performance (An Iliad, a modern retelling of 

Homer’s classic tale).

Flowers, Trolley Museum and the Lawson & 

Goodnow factory complex.
